Each photogravure depicts a different moment in the angler's experience and together, they form a
charming visual narrative that celebrates the skill, patience, and excitement of fishing.

Set against dramatic Highland landscapes, Adams' compositions bring the scenes vividly to life. His
masterful handling of light, detail, and atmosphere conveys both the tranquillity of the riverbank and the
anticipation of the sport. Two of the images are in landscape format, while the third is in portrait orientation,
creating an attractive and well-balanced display.

Published by Frost & Reed of Bristol in 1899, with copyright registered, these photogravures are excellent
examples of late nineteenth-century sporting art. Combining artistic quality with strong angling appeal, this
increasingly scarce set represents a wonderful opportunity for collectors of fishing memorabilia, sporting art,
and Douglas Adams' work.
