The case
contains a cleverly modelled pair of fish set against a painted backdrop with realistic river bed setting by
arguably the best fish taxidermist 'J. Cooper'. A small trade label internally top right reads 'Preserved by J.
Cooper & Sons, 28 Radnor Street, St. Luke's, London, E.C'.
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
