The head has a bottom weight, thicker at the bottom than the top line, diagonal line face markings
and fitted to a hickory shaft with a polished leather grip.

The measurements shown are the length of the shaft with hosel and the width and depth of the face.

‘Unbreakable Neck' golf club, the club having a fork splice neck joint.
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
